To activate the EA code, the pharmacy must have a submitted claim 
with a rejected response that did not include the EA code being 
submitted. Once the pharmacy has received a rejected claim 
response, you may then re-submit the claim with the appropriate EA 
code (within the Prior Authorization Number Submitted NCPDP field # 
462- ). EV
